3 HOW TO MOUNT

Bracket

1. Mount the bracket to the handlebar.
(Fig2 @-©)

2. Insert the light unit into the bracket
until it clicks, and adjust the beam
angle. (@)

3. To remove the light unit, pull out it
forward while pressing down on the
release button (@).

* To re-adjust the beam angle, loosen
the dial enough to move the bracket,
and firmly tighten it after adjustment.

* The light can be mounted under the
handlebar.

CAUTION!:

¢ Be sure to tighten the dial by hand.
When you tighten it too hard with
a tool, the screw thread may be
stripped.

e Check the dial and screw (*1) on the
bracket periodically, and use them
without any loosening.

¢ Round off the cut edge of the bracket
strap to prevent injury.
